WCASA Sports Complex & General Tourney Rules

1. Applicable ASA of PA Class “D” COED Slow Pitch Rules will apply

2. Balls and umpire fees will be included in entry fee. Teams are not required to bring their own. All umpires are ASA umpires. ASA of PA Certified equipment will be used 

3. Forfeit time is game time. All teams MUST BE ready to play 15 minutes early. If games can be started early, they will be.

4. ALL teams are to check-in (as a team) up to one hour prior to first game for bat testing so schedule accordingly please. We will not allow games to start late due to teams arriving late or being held up in testing. All rosters and pick-up player forms are to be submitted before first game. ALL players must check-in with photo ID. Remember all documents are to be signed by your local District Commissioner. 

5. ALL entry fees (not already mailed) are to be paid in cash before first game. Not doing so will result in your District Commissioner being charged. 

6. ABSOLUTELY NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OR CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES WILL BE TOLERATED ON WEST CHESTER AREA SPORTS ASSOCIATION PROPERTY AT ANY TIME. Any person(s) found in violation of this rule (including spectators) will be permanently removed from the tournament. Parking areas are considered part of the complex. All teams are asked to police their own areas.

7. Any player instigating a physical altercation in the judgment of the umpire will be removed from the remainder of the tournament. If a player is ejected for an unsportsmanlike issue the manger MAY receive the same penalty. Any players leaving their designated team area for any involvement in unsportmanlike issues, other than assisting in the restraint or control of persons involved, MAY serve the same penalty as those who are involved. ASA of PA, District 6, AND WCASA punishments MAY be enforced

8. Anyone observed defacing WCASA Sports Complex property may be subject to fines as needed as well as removal from the property for the remainder of the tournament.

9.  Any bat to be used will be tested per ASA guidelines. The bat must carry the amnufacturer’s stamp of approval per ASA specification. All bats may be randomly tested throughout the tournament whether already being approved or not. All ASA equipment guidelines will be followed. Any bat previously having failed the testing process in 2013 ARE NOT to be tested again. By rule if a bat fails one time only, it is deemed as illegal for play.
